HE WON’T REMEMBER IT

When our first boy was born the doctor said that he would wait a week and then do the circumcision instead of in the hospital. The day arrived and I took Bryce to the doctor now 7 days old. Our time came up and we walked back to a room (Which was soundproofed), that should have told me something. The doctor came in along with what looked like a little board with Velcro straps on it. The doctor said it wouldn't take long and they proceeded to tie Bryce’s hands and then legs down so he couldn’t move. It looked like a modern day Crucifixion. The doctor came out with a couple instruments that didn’t look to nice. He took one instrument and started shearing back the skin in a very sensitive area. Bryce stared screaming at this point. After that was done the doctor took out a pair of sharp scissors and started cutting skin. The scream that Bryce let out I will never forget. It was just awful. I told the doctor “This is hurting him”. The doctor said “He won’t remember it”, and I said “Well he remembers it NOW!. What an ordeal.

The bible talks about circumcision of the heart. I now understand. Our heart in theory is made up of many different layers. We have layers of pride, resentment, hurt, selfishness and a host of other issues.

Romans 2:29 “……..Circumcision is circumcision of the heart by the spirit……..”

As in real circumcision the Lord at times will painfully peel back the layers of ones heart so we can see Jesus and see ourselves more clearly. The process can take months or a lifetime but we are all in process. Are you willing to be strapped to a board being helpless and let God work in your life? In other words Are you willing to let God be in total control? Or are you only willing to let God work on you till the pain is too bad and then you run off?
