"Humility"
One of my favorite passages in the bible is found in:
 

Philippians 2:3 "Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves."
 

"Humility" -: the quality of being modest or respectful.
 

Before I came to know the Lord, I used to be very selfish. Not selfish in an outward appearance but selfish in the way I would do things. I would always look out for my own interests. You may be thinking, "Isn't that what I should do?" 
 

When I became a believer in Jesus as Lord and Savior of my life, something happened to me as do everyone who asks Jesus into their life.
 

2 Corinthians 5:17 "Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come!"

Not in a demeaning way but in a way that shows respect to that other person. I'm in a business now that is a service business. Most of the clients I have have come to me through friends I have known for the past 20 years in other industries. I can see the Lords hand at work in all of this. Was it my hard work and craftiness that secured those clients for me, ABSOLUTELY NOT. The Lord brought them to me and if I think that I'm crafty then chances are those clients will somehow fade away.
The Lord doesn't want me to fall back to my old self and I know that he loves me enough to take away the business I have so I can focus on him, not on possessions. Finally, I am OK with that. 
Are you a new creation in Christ or are you still your old self? The only way I could have this peace is to have Christ living within me. Humility is not something learned or felt overnight. It takes time as you walk with the Lord.
Jesus was the most humble person who every walked this earth. But you know, he could have came and been a King. He could have ruled with power, had tremendous possessions, and ANYTHING he wanted but he chose to be a servant to all. He didn't even have a place to sleep. Without him humbling himself and being a servant and dying a horrible death for us we would have NEVER had a chance to inherit eternal life in heaven.
Jesus didn't run for cover, he was a powerful man who was also God in the flesh. He humbled himself to the point of death. This life on earth is a flash of time when looked at through eternity. The ONLY thing that matters her on earth is:
 

Have you or haven't you accepted Jesus as Savior and Lord of your life?
