"I'm All Right"
A couple days ago there was practice at Lowe's Motor Speedway in Charlotte. The ARCA series was practicing. A driver had spun out and had tapped the wall. He came to a stop and told his crew "I'm all right". Eight seconds later for some strange reason a car didn't see him and hit him going 160 mph. He was killed instantly.
In life we don't know when the end will come BUT IT WILL COME, usually when we least expect it. The questions is, "Are you ready."?
Being ready falls into a number of different categories.
The first and most important is:
1 Have you accepted Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord of you life. Have you asked him to forgive your sins and acknowledged that he died on the cross and rose from the dead to pay the penalty for your sins. If you have done that then you are ready for heaven.
2. The second part is that since God gave us that great gift of salvation how many people are you going to share with about Jesus. If you had the cure for cancer wouldn't you try to be on every talk show touting its great merits? Salvation from the Lord is the best cure, its eternal life. Don't be afraid or ashamed of the gospel.
 

We can get so caught up in everyday details and planning our future (which may end today) that we become ineffective for Jesus.
 

1 John 2:15-17 "Do not love the world or anything in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him. For everything in the world - the cravings of the sinful man, the lust of his eyes and the boasting of what he has and does - comes not from the Father but from the world. The world and its desires pass away, but the man who does the will of God lives forever."
 

If you are saved then you are all right. BUT make sure that the THINGS of this world don't distract you from the goal. Our goal is to get to know Jesus more everyday and to be a light to others in a dark world. There is nothing wrong with having nice things but if those THINGS take the place of the love of God then we are in trouble.
