Is Jesus In Your Boat

John 6:20,21 “But he said to them, “It is I don’t be afraid.” Then they were willing to take him into the boat, and immediately the boat reached the shore where they were heading.”

This story takes place after Jesus feeds the five thousand. Jesus went by himself on a mountainside to pray and his disciples went ahead of him to the other side of the Sea of Galilee. The waters got rough and Jesus walked on the water to them. They looked up and must not have recognized Jesus because they were afraid. I think anyone would be afraid seeing someone walking to you on water in the middle of the night. When they saw who it was “They were willing to take him into the boat.” What happens next is very amazing. 

IMMEDIATLEY the boat reached the shore where they were heading.”

This would be another miracle in itself. They were whisked away in time to the other side with no explanation.

The same thing can happen to you and I when we ask Jesus into our boat (heart). Are you afraid to ask Jesus to come in because you are still relying on your own strength and wisdom or are you ready to say come on in? If you still think you are in command of your own ship then the trials of life will need to catch up to you and hopefully you will see that none of us is in control of our destiny. It is only when we realize that 

GOD IS IN CONTROL AND WE ARE NOT

That we will ask Jesus into the boat.

What will it take for you to ask? Will it take a tragedy, will it take the boat to take on water and start to sink, will it mean that you will have to give up something (SOME THING) your treasure?

Here is the good news. Whatever has a hold of you can be IMMEDIATELY released when you ask Jesus for help. When the disciples asked Jesus into the boat IMMEDIATELY they made it to the other side. I’m not saying that circumstances will change immediately when you ask Jesus to take control of your life even though they may. What I’m saying is that when you have accepted Jesus as Savior and Lord of your life then you will have a supernatural power to handle all rough water that comes your way.

There are ONLY two things in this world that are important. 

1. Coming to know and accept Jesus as Savior and Lord of your life. 
2. Sharing the gospel of Jesus with as many people as you know. 
NOTHING ELSE MATTERS.

Acquiring, wealth status, THINGS will rust and fade away. It is only what we do for the eternal will last. Look at your life and take an account. What are you doing to store up treasure in heaven? Use your job, your status, your influence, your ability to communicate to share the love of the Lord. To use it in any other way is an exercise in futility.

Whether you are 17 or 70 Jesus requires a decision of you. If you make that decision before you take your last breath you will spend eternity in heaven. If you are holding off and don’t make that decision before you take you last breath your first time you meet Jesus will be a very sobering meeting.

Matthew “Then I will tell them plainly, I never knew you. Away from me..”

You only get one chance to make a decision. You either make it here on earth or you will make it when you stand before God in heaven. What a horrible thing it would be to stand before God and he were to cast you out to Hell forever separated from God.

THE CHOICE IS YOURS AND THE TIME IS SHORT. WHAT WILL IT BE?

Pray today that if you haven’t’ made a decision to trust in Jesus that today would be the day. If you have trusted in Jesus but have wondered from the faith make this the day to ask forgiveness and come back. Jesus will always forgive you when you come to him with a repentant heart.

Is Jesus in the boat with you or is he STILL circling WAITING for you to invite him in?
