“Security???”

Where is your security? Is it in your job, family, health, home, bank account or your retirement fund?
 

Luke 9:24 "For whoever wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for me will save it, what good is it for a man to gain the whole world and yet lose or forfeit his very self?
 

A lot of us live under false hope. We may pray for the things that are temporal without focusing on the things that are eternal. Sometimes being comfortable in this life is a very dangerous situation. Jesus could have lived in a mansion but he owned nothing except the clothes on his back. Matthew 6:20 says to "store up treasure in heaven..." I have been guilty of trying to store up treasure here on earth for security and comfort. Don't get me wrong, Jesus wants us to enjoy this life and have nice things, BUT NOT AT THE EXPENSE OF LEADING OTHERS TO THE LORD.
I was much more effective for the gospel when my job and finances were in jeopardy. The only comfort I had was in Jesus. I soaked up his word and kept them upon my heart. I could see God working not so much on deliverance of my financial problem but giving me peace in my soul, which can't be bought or bargained for. Again, be very wary of comfortable surroundings.
Let’s get back to the passage above. A lot of you have given me prayer requests about loved ones. If you have a loved one who is a believer then rejoice, but if not pray continually that the Lord would save them. Each of us is going to have a bodily death. There is no way we can avoid it. At times we become very distraught about this. But remember, for the Christian we CANNOT get to heaven unless we die or Jesus comes back for us first. So death is really the beginning of heaven. We are distraught over a loved one dying not for them but for those left behind. We will not be able to enjoy that persons company again till we see them in heaven. The one that dies is in a place that we will one day hope to be, or do we?
Are you hanging on to too much of this world? Do you have plans that are greater than seeing others come to know the Lord?
The more we try to save our life by making more and more money, my rising in status and wealth, by securing our financial future, the more comfortable we become HERE.

Then and only then will we want to see Jesus more than anything in this world. When we aren't afraid to lose ANYTHING, only then we will be free. 
I have said this story many times but I'm going to say it again. In South America, the way men catch monkeys is they hollow out a coconut and attach a chain from the coconut to a tree. In the coconut they place a piece of meat. The monkey comes and puts his hand in the coconut to get the meat and then his hand is stuck. When the traders come back they have the monkey. But you see the monkey could get his hand out of the coconut if he would only let go of that piece of meat. Instead he holds onto it and is captured.
 

WHAT ARE YOU HOLDING ONTO THAT IS KEEPING YOU FROM BECOME FREE OF THIS WORLD? 
 

Pray that the Lord would reveal it to you if you don't know and pray that the Lord would deliver you from this. Make the most important person in this world the Lord. I know it's easy to put our wife and kids before the Lord and would be devastated if something happened to them but remember, the Lord created our family and can take them away and also our family can't save us, ONLY JESUS CAN.
Where is your security? I pray that it would ONLY be in the person of Jesus Christ, the giver and sustainer of life. Let’s try to lead a life that is free of worry, don't hold onto ANYTHING this world has to offer and your life here on earth will be forever changed.
