“Seeing Like Jesus”

I just got a pair of glasses recently. I had an operation called RK in 1979 so I wouldn't have to wear glasses (it's still considered experimental, what was I thinking), and I had a complication. It seems they cut too deep into part of my eye and I ended up having stitches in my eye for 20 weeks. Twenty three years later I know can see up close in one eye and far away in the other. Needless to say reading was becoming a chore.
To put things in focus I needed to look through a regular pair of glasses for distance and a pair of bifocals for reading. The doctor told me that it would take a week for my mind to adjust to the glasses. It's interesting that it is the mind and not the eyes that fight for dominance. After my mind figured out how to look through these new lenses I was able to read again but it took a good week for my eyes to focus even though the glasses were good.
"Seeing like Jesus" is a lot like those glasses. You could say that our glasses would be our salvation. We can't start to see like Jesus until we are saved. Like getting used to my glasses is like getting used to your new self.
 

2 Corinthians 5:17  "Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come!"
 

WE are a new creation after we are saved. Christ now lives within us and we start to see things in a different perspective. What may once have been OK is now offensive. For our life to come into focus and for us to see like Jesus we need to do a number of things.
 

1. Pray - Pray that God would open your heart and your eyes. Pray for His wisdom, compassion and tenderness.
2. Read the Bible - God's word is our map, our reference, our guidebook to life. The more we read God's word the more we start to think like Jesus. In order to see like Jesus we need to first start to think like Him.
3. Worship - Go to a good Bible Believing church, not to be entertained but to hear the Truth of God's word and to sing praises to His name.
4. Fellowship with other believers. A lot of believers do model the Christian walk. You tend to become like the people you hang out with so make sure where and who you spend your time with.
5. Pray - AGAIN there is nothing more powerful than talking one on one with God. God can do immeasurably more than we could ever dream. Start and end the day with prayer.
