“The Day Is Almost Here”

For believers you know what I am talking about. Could this be the day that the trumpet sounds and Jesus comes back to take us to our real home? There are two questions.

1. Are you ready? 
2. Are you going? 
The 2 questions may seem the same but they are quite different. 

1 Corinthians 15:51, 52 “......but we will be changed – in a flash, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound the dead will be raised imperishable and we will be changed.”  OK the trumpet sounds and ALL believers will be changed in the twinkling of an eye. But to be a believer we need to at some point in our life confess with our mouth that Jesus Christ is OUR Lord and Savior. 

ALSO

Romans 13:11-14 “....The hour has come for you to wake up from your slumber, because your salvation is nearer now than when we first believed. The night is nearly over, the day is almost here. So let us put aside the deeds of darkness and put on the amour of light. Let us behave decently, as in the daytime, not in orgies and drunkenness, not in sexual immorality and debauchery, not in dissension and jealousy. Rather clothe yourselves with the Lord Jesus Christ, and do not think about how to gratify the desires of the sinful nature.”

If you are STILL TRYING to gratify the desires of the sinful nature then YOU may not be going. Yes you may not be going to heaven. Scary thought isn’t it. Many churches preach today the goodness of God but very few preach about consequences of sin. 

Philippians 2:12 “....continue to work out your salvation with fear and trembling.”

Let me explain this. We are saved ONLY by the grace of God and not by works. But we aren’t to take the grace of God as a license to sin. Here is something very important I want all of you to understand. If you know the truth the truth should set you free. If you only know the truth in an intellectual form and not by a saving grace then chances are you are not saved.

If you are still getting drunk, drinking to excess, involved in sexual immorality (sex outside out of marriage), are angry all the time, gossip and deceive others to get ahead then there is a good chance you are not saved. Wouldn’t it be a horrendous mistake to hear the trumpet today and BE LEFT BEHIND? Jesus says the road is narrow to get into heaven. The road is narrow, not wide. You can’t do the above things and get in. Why? Because when you have accepted Christ as your Savior you are a NEW CREATION. The old has gone and the new has come in. If you are doing the old sinful stuff then chances are you have never been changed. Scary thought isn’t it. I see too many churches today preaching mercy, forgiveness and a positive attitude. While I believe this is a good sermon the other part of the sermon needs to state that sin is sin and 

GOD WILL PUNISH SIN.

Don’t think that if you are out drinking till the cows come home that you can still be right with God. YOU CAN’T. Listen WE ARE ALL SINNERS and we will continue to sin till the lord comes back. BUT if we continue to sin when we know we shouldn’t then we are going down the wide path, the one that leads to death and not eternal life with Jesus.

I hope today this message has given you some fear and trembling to think about. This is not grade school stuff. Jesus died a horrible death on the cross for you and I to free us from the sins of this world. We should have been on the cross not Jesus. So when we blatantly sin we are really saying I DON”T CARE Jesus, I will make up for it later. NO YOU WON’T. If you are deep in sin or some addiction NOW is the time of salvation. Now is the time of repentance. Fall on your knees and ask Jesus to save you, confess that Jesus is Lord and Savior and ask Him into your life. Ask Him to forgive you form your sins. Ask Him to help you turn from the way you used to act to the ways of the light instead of the ways of darkness. Living for Jesus is a whole lot better than living for the nighttime. 

Are you ready? You are if you are trying to please God more than yourself and man.

Are you going? If you have prayed and asked God into your life AND TURNED form what you USED TO DO to the things of God then YES. 

People say that you can’t lose you salvation. I agree with part of that. If you make a decision for Christ and continue to do all those sinful things then chances are you never made a genuine decision. MAKE YOUR DECISON GENUININE and when the trumpet sounds YOU WILL BE GOING.

DON’T BE LEFT BEHIND.
