The Assyrians were trying to kill the people of Judah when Hezekiah was King. Hezekiah though had demolished all the idols and had the people start to worship the one true God.

2 Kings 18:5-7 “Hezekiah trusted in the Lord, the God of Israel. There was no one like him among all the kings of Judah, either before him or after him. He held fast to the Lord and did not cease to follow him; he kept the commands the Lord had given Moses. And the Lord was with him; he was successful in whatever he undertook.”

John 19:11 “You would have no power over me if it were not given to you from above.”

Jesus said this to Pilate before being handed over to be crucified.

Here is the comfort in people who you feel either have the upper hand or who you feel CONTROL you. Listen very carefully. 

NO mortal person can control you. You see, if you have a boss, an employee a family member that is causing you pain because you think they control you then STOP. These people ONLY are able to do what God allows them to. So if you are right with the Lord THEN you have nothing to worry about. I don’t care how powerful you think that person or persons may be, the Lord can take them down in an instant if he wants to. Jesus died a horrible death to not only free us from our sins but free us from worry from what other people can do to us.  

Pray that the Lord would give you the freedom not to worry about what people can do to you. Pray that you would be able to see the POWER of the Lord and know that NOTHING happens without his consent, NOTHING. So the next time you feel worried, persecuted, abandoned, REMEMBER the Lord knows what’s going on and he will put into place who he wants put into place. He will also take out who he wants to take out. Our first priority is to trust in the Lord and love him more than anything in or of this world. When you can trust in Jesus HE will be your only King and you will fret no more.
