"We Will Not Fear"
Psalm 46:1,2  "God is our refuge and strength, an ever-present help in trouble. Therefore we will not fear..."
 

A lot has been said about September 11th 2001 and December 7th 1942. Up until the times of attacks the people that died had no idea what was just ahead of them. You and I have no idea what is ahead of us. Our time may be this afternoon or 10, 20, or 40 years from now. Our time will come when we probably least expect it. The questions is, "Are you ready?"
I'm not saying are you OK with dying, I'm saying ARE YOU READY? Ready in the eternal sense has nothing to do with being good or bad, being baptized, going to church, putting money in the offering plate or being a servant. NONE of those things will get you into heaven.
 

Acts 2:21 "And everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved."
 

"Calls" means that we are to ask Jesus to forgive our sins; we are to confess that we believe that Jesus died on the cross and rose from the dead to pay the penalty for our sins and that we tell Jesus that we can't do it alone. We need a Savior, we need Jesus to come in and take control of our lives. If you have prayed and asked Jesus for this and MEANT IT then you are saved and no longer have to worry about life and death. Heaven is in your future. Jesus is waiting on you to ask him. If you have prayed those words by faith then "God is your refuge and strength, and ever present help in trouble". Since that is the case we have nothing to fear. God can choose to protect those that aren't saved but it isn't a guarantee. If you are saved you have that guarantee. By protection I mean your soul. That is all that matters. In 100 years it won't matter what position you held, what you have in your bank account, what kind of house or car you had or all the great things you think you may have done. The only thing that will matter is your soul. Your soul will live forever whether in heaven or hell. It's up to you to ask God for help. God already knows who will ask him but we don't. That is why we are called to preach the gospel to all nations.
I would say that another September 11th is in our future. We have nothing to worry about when we are saved. Don't worry about death because when you take that last breath you will be seeing Jesus. What an awesome thought. The only worry we should have on this earth is getting the gospel out to all those who have not heard it and encouraging others in the faith. That is the ONLY thing that will last.
God IS our refuge. Don't get bogged down in the details of life that so easily entangle and keep us ineffective for the gospel. Pray that the Lord would help you break free of the chaos of this life and enable you to be a servant, caring for others more than we do ourselves. Start today making a new commitment to give your life totally over to the Lord. Ask him to make it clear what you need to change in your life to make you an effective witness but first of all, MAKE SURE YOU ARE SAVED.
Pray today for all those who have lost loved ones, that the Lord would comfort, sustain and give them peace in their souls.
