"What Are You Hiding?"
Ok, be honest, when no one else is around, what do you do? Is your thought life one that thinks of good things or perverted things? Are you holding a grudge or are you giving all your worries and concerns over to the Lord? Is there a habit that you wish you could break but don’t want anyone to know about it? Are you telling someone one thing and doing another?
 

I remember when I was around 11 years old. My brother and I couldn’t leave the table unless we ate the food on our plate. I hated green beans so when my mom and dad weren’t looking I put the green beans under the corner of my plate closest to me so my mom would say “OK, you can go outside.” What was I thinking?
