Each day we need to pray that the Lord would bind the evil one from our thoughts and actions. We then need to pray that we would be led by the Spirit in all that we do. When Jesus comes to take the harvest he will say to us "Well done good and faithful servant." What great words that would be to hear.
As you go throughout today in all that you do search your heart and determine how you are sowing your field. Is it by the Spirit or is it for your own interests.
No matter what you do in life, your crop will come up. As you reflect on your life what will that crop look like?
