"What Have You Done For Me Lately?"
When you read the story of how the Lord brought the Israelites out of Egypt, there were many miracles done. There were the plagues of blood, frogs, gnats, flies, death of Egyptian livestock, boils, hail, locusts, darkness and finally the plague of the firstborn. Because of Pharaoh's hardened heart the Lord was going to strike down the firstborn of every Egyptian family. The Lord said to Moses in Exodus 10:12 to slaughter a lamb without blemish and put the blood of the lamb on the side and the tops of the doorframes of the houses. That night when the Lord comes to strike down all the first born of Egypt, He will pass over those homes and strike down the first born who aren't protected by the blood of the lamb. Even though we may not get an answer immediately God is working on it. Our faith will not grow when we get EVERYTHING we pray for immediately. Trust comes over a period of time and if I were to write down all that the Lord has done for me I would weep. EVERYTIME the Lord has come through always at the perfect time.
The next time you may think "where is God?" and what has he done lately, just think back. Think back on all the things he has brought you through and protected you from.
