“What Is Your Mission Field?”

Field - A cultivated expanse of land, especially one devoted to a particular crop:

We all have a mission in life and WE ALL HAVE A MISSION FIELD.  That mission field could be those children sitting in front of you this morning at the breakfast table, your spouse, you co workers, the poor in the inner city, the homeless or all of the above. The key is through prayer, Godly counsel and reading God’s word to determine what your mission in life is. Of course the great commission is to share the gospel in all corners of the world. Without salvation people are going to hell NO MATTER HOW GOOD OR HOW BAD THEY ARE. We have to share that it is only by God's grace that we are allowed into heaven. A lot of us get frustrated in our own mission field because we don’t see immediate results.

When a farmer plants a crop it does not come up the next day. The farmer first has to get the field ready for planting. The soil has to be right as the heart has to be right. After the soil is right then the field is dug up and prepared for the crop. I saw a farmer the other day going out into the field and picking up rocks that the tractor had missed. He was making sure EVERYTHING in his field was right for not only planting but that he was using that entire field to maximize his harvest. After the field is cultivated and the soil is prepared with minerals then the farmer plants the seed. At this point it is all up to God as to how that crop if any will come up. This is the same in our life. The farmer is in the Lord's hands for rain to come at the right time, for the temperature to be right for the crops to grow and for the harvest to come at just the right time.

Right now you may be just starting to till the soil in your field. If you have little ones in life or little ones in the faith this is where you are. Then you get the field ready for planting. This is the planting of God’s word. After you have planted (spoken) Gods word and showed them love then the Lord has it from there. We do not lead people to salvation, ONLY JESUS CAN DO THAT. A lot of times we are tough on ourselves because our friends or family members have not accepted Jesus. Remember this:

SALVATION IS FROM THE LORD.

God has given us a great privilege to communicate the gospel to others but WE ARE NOT RESPONSUIBLE after that. This takes the pressure off of getting burned out. Once the farmer plants his crop he or she could fret all spring and summer over the rain or lack of and heat but fretting wont matter. Once we sew the word all we can do is pray that the words we spoke will fall onto fertile soil. The Lord knows the EXACT TIME to water and to harvest. 

WE ARE JUST CALLED TO PLANT.

So the question today is “You have a truck full of seed, do you know where you are going to plant it?” Is it going to be at home, in the workplace, in Appalachia or Alaska, in Rome, Georgia or Rome in Italy? There are a lot of fields that need planting but few farmers. Pray that the Lord would direct you to a fertile field and that you would be the planter of God's word, the only seed that will last through all kinds of weather.
