I have 4 weeks to go till the Ironman in Lake Placid. Yesterday was to be a 112 mile bike ride and then a 30 minute run afterwards. I was on a country road and I had a water bottle in my left hand getting a drink. I looked to my right up ahead and this man in a car was looking up the road not looking at me but looking like he was going to pull out. He came forward a little bit.......... Yesterday somewhere on the bike ride I was dreaming amount Lake Placid and if I got injured what would I do. Sometimes on a long bike ride you tend to lose your senses and daydream. 

But yesterday was no daydream. I woke up and there must have been 20 people standing around me in the road. I saw the police car and heard the ambulance coming. I looked at my legs and they were bloody actually there wasn’t much of me that wasn’t bloody. I had no clue where I was at and what I had been doing. I actually thought I should have been at work and wondered how I got out on that road. Someone asked me my phone number and I knew that and things started coming back. Apparently when this car started to come out I had only one hand to brake and I pulled to hard to miss the car and ended up going face first into the pavement. I was unconscious for about 10 minutes, that explains the lovely dream I was having!! They put me on a neck board, gave me an IV and off to the hospital we went. I hurt all over but what hurt the worst were my hands. It was like someone was putting 1000 pins and needles into them. 

When I got to the hospital they did a CAT scan, X rays and they said they were normal. I may have to have an MRI tomorrow if this tingling doesn’t go away. Apparently in a spinal shock injury this can happen. I had hit a rock right above my lip when I fell and when they rinsed it out the water went the whole way through. YIKES!!!! I sprung a leak! So they had to put stitches on top in the middle and inside the mouth. Quite pleasant! Once they had me all neosporened up I was able to go. One of the cyclists was a friend of mine that had come by the scene of the accident and called Julie. I spoke to hear but don’t remember much. My one concern when I was starting to come around was how do I get a message out to you to pray for me? I know the power of your prayers. I know your faithfulness and love for each other. I take this list for granted sometimes as to the power it holds through your faithful prayers and the Power of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. It could have been much worse yesterday. I can easily see how one second you can be going through life just daydreaming and then be in the presence of the Lord if YOU are a believer. Are You? 

Yesterday it didn’t matter if I knew where I was, JESUS DID!!!!!! Amen. I have received numerous calls and encouragement which I cannot tell you how that makes me feel. Will I go to Lake Placid and race in 4 weeks? I don’t know. The way my hands and wrists feel now I couldn’t even doggie paddle. They need to get that hole in my lip shut so I don’t have extra drag going through the water:)

What I do know is that 

I AM GLAD I HAVE JESUS AS MY SAVIOR.

I was going to ask the paramedic to pray for me but wasn’t sure if they were a believer. I would pray that we would all have a sense of urgency to pray for each other because there will sometimes be a place that we will have a tough time getting word out. 

I was preparing a lesson today to teach about Crisis; well this was a little one. I say a little one because other people are going through so much more. Please pray for me tomorrow that the test would be negative and that the pain in my hands would subside. I love all of you as brothers and sisters in Christ. Thank you for not only being part of Gods family but also part of mine.
