Why Pray Part II

In the first book I had wrote a devotional about praying. In reading the word this morning something struck me that I wanted to pass onto you. Some have said “If God already knows what is going to happen, “Why Pray”? If for instance if I pray that Aunt Suzie would live and the Lord has already determined that she should not live in her earthly body anymore “Why Pray”?

Philippians 4:6.7 “Do not be anxious about anything but in everything, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God. And the peace of God, which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.”

First of all God is able to view the beginning and the end, from Genesis to Revelation all at the same time. So our view and time frame that we have is not the same as God has. Anxious - feeling nervous: worried or afraid, especially about something that is going to happen or might happen. 

First of all a huge percentage of the things we are anxious about never happens. I used to be the expert worrier. If I didn’t have anything to worry about I would find something. BUT the Lord has changed me. I still worry at times but God’s grace gets me through.

So if you are anxious pray with thanksgiving and present your requests to God. OK I could pray but if I have a loved one on deaths door how can I pray with thanksgiving? The next verse says it all. We need to pray by faith and the apostle Paul says that the “peace of God, which transcends all understanding will guard your hearts in Christ Jesus.”

We are not always given an easy road but what we are guaranteed is that

GOD WILL BE WITH US EVERY STEP OF THE WAY.

Our burdens, concerns, tears and pain are all something that God knows about. When we pray God sets into motion spiritual warfare in the heavens that we cannot even comprehend. God is never changing so prayer in itself doesn’t change who God is, prayer changes us. God will give us his peace to get through any circumstance when we come to him with an open, repentant, thankful heart. God knows your pain but he wants you to know that He and He alone is the only one who can take those anxious thoughts away. Since God created you and I and everything in the universe, God can become a jealous God when we put our faith and trust in man instead of him. Don’t put your faith in the things of this world that can be seen. Put your faith in the one who creates, protects and restores, that is Jesus.
